liquid assets Means any permitted investments capable of being converted into cash within seven (7)
days.

Net Asset Value or (NAV) Means the value of all the Fund’s assets less the value of all the Fund’s liabilities, at the
point of valuation.

NAV per Unit Means the NAV of the Fund divided by the number of units in circulation, at the valuation
point.

SAC Means Shariah Advisory Council.

SC Means the Securities Commission Malaysia.

Unit(s) Means an undivided share in the beneficial interest and/or right in the Fund and a

measurement of the interest and/or right of a Unit Holder in the Fund.

Unit Holder(s) or you Means the person for the time being who is registered pursuant to the deed of the Fund
as a holder of Units of the Fund, including a jointholder.
